Step 1: Choose Your Scenario
Select one of the following situations and imagine yourself as the character in that moment:
1. A Soldier of Rohan Before Battle – You are standing on the walls of Helm’s Deep before the battle begins. Address your fellow soldiers, expressing your thoughts, fears, and hopes for the coming fight.
2. Frodo or Sam Speaking to Gollum – Convince Gollum to remain loyal and guide you safely to Mordor. Try to use persuasion while also showing caution.

Step 2: Plan Your Speech
Before recording, take a few minutes to outline your speech. Consider including:
· Your emotions: Are you afraid? Determined? Angry? Hopeful?
· Persuasive language: How do you convince or inspire others?
· Descriptive details: Mention the environment and the urgency of your situation.
Your speech should be at least 1-2 minutes long.

Step 3: Record Your Speech
Using an online recording tool (such as Vocaroo or your device's built-in recorder), record your speech. When finished, upload the audio file to the JouwWeb website as part of your lesson submission.
If you prefer, you can also write out your speech before recording it.
